A maximum of two children of 11 years old or under may attend but
must be supervised at all times

Under 18 riders - 2 parents/guardians are allowed if absolutely necessary.
If two attend no owners allowed

Only one owner per horse or two owners per horse if from the
SAME household

Anyone permitted to attend, will be subject to the compliance of all
social distancing and COVID-19 related policies as well as adhering to
PHE & HMG guidance and advice on social distancing measures
(www.gov.uk/coronavirus) and all direct guidance .

If you or any member of your family have come into contact or have had
any COVID-19 symptoms in the last 14 days, it is paramount that you do
NOT attend the event.




Before you arrive on site, please remember:
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Please print 3 copies of your bib number. One for you to compete in. One for
your lorry and please ensure you give one to your owner. They will require this
to gain entry.

Please keep to the rules and only bring one support per horse

No unauthorised personnel will be allowed on site

Please ensure your bib number is printed and in your windscreen on arrival,
you will be stopped and checked in by our welcome team

Please when you arrive on site adhere to our parking stewards instructions
and park where they ask you to

Please ensure you have your membership card with you on arrival

Please ensure you have the bib number of your horse clearly displayed in your
windscreen

Only one owner is allowed per horse or two if in the SAME household

On arrival you will be directed to the Owners car park. Please note that you
WILL NOT be allowed to park in the lorry park under any circumstance

Please help us to keep on site numbers to a minimum and remain on site for
the shortest time possible



There will be no secretaries office, but there will be an information point
by the Show-jumping ring for any requirements you might have

There are refreshments and restricted trade stands on site please adhere to all
social distancing measures

Please ensure that you scan the QR code via the NHS Track and Trace app when
you are on site, these will be positioned around the site

There is no score board but results will be available at www.eventingscores.co.uk

Please note that you can gain a picture copy of your dressage tests at the
information point

Rider Rep information will be available at the information point
Hat tagging will also occur at the Information point
If you need the Vet, Doctor or Farrier this is also available via the information point

Please bring your own PPE, for situations where social distancing
might not be possible

Please do not lend or borrow any equipment
Dogs are welcome but strictly on leads at all times

All toilets will be thoroughly cleaned overnight. Hand washing or sanitisers
will be available inside and outside the cubicles

There will be hand sanitising stations dotted around the site

Random passport, vaccination and body protector checks will occur
throughout the event

No formal prize giving will take place. Please ensure you have completed the
prize money claim form at the information point to claim your prize money

If you have any queries or objections in regards to scoring please report this
to the information point and the Technical Advisor will be called

To save excess handling of waste it would be appreciated if you could take
your waste home

Please report any withdrawals to the information point



Whilst competing

Please make sure you follow instructions and keep to your allocated times
Please adhere to the restricted number of horses allowed in each warm up
area. This is clearly signed on the arrival at each warm up ring

Please ensure you adhere to the horse walks

Whilst mounted please maintain social distancing at all times especially when

waiting for your time to go
Please respect the personal space of all stewards
No trainers or coaches allowed in the warm up areas

Dressage

When you arrive at dressage please sign in with your steward immediately on

arrival.

Show Jumping
Gloves are compulsory for your helper in the SJ warm up area. There will be

gloves available from the SJ steward
Please note the arena now has a separate entrance and exit

Course plans will be posted outside the arena and at the information point

Cross Country
Course plans will be available at the start and information point
